The Architects Registration Board (ARB) was established by an Act of Parliament. The Architects Act, in 1997. ARB is the independent statutory regulator of all UK registered architects. ARB has a dual mandate to protect the consumer and to safeguard the reputation of architects. To achieve this they:

· Keep an up-to-date register of all architects 

· Promote good standards both in the education of architects and in professional practice 

· Provide consumers with an accessible service in cases of complaint 

· Investigate and prosecute unregistered individuals in business or practice who unlawfully call themselves an architect
