The Company Development strand of the Fund provides grant support of between £5,000 and £100,000 for high-growth companies looking to develop their infrastructure, to access new markets and to significantly expand the scope of their operations. The Product Development strand of the Fund provides recoupable investments of between £1,000 and £25,000 for the ring-fenced development of both linear and interactive media content. This can include, inter alia, broadcast TV, computer games, electronic publishing, e-learning, mobile content and web-based applications.
